2. Chairman’s welcome, introduction and apologies for absence.

3. No declarations of interest by councillors received.

5. The Chairman’s report:
1. New bench in the burial ground bought by a parishioner’s family is now in place.
2. Footpath stiles. Cllr Agazarian has been in contact with Suffolk County Council’s footpath officer, James Pickerin and the stiles in the new Horringer/Weathercock Hill footpath are on order and the stile at the entrance to the burial g round from New Road is also on his list of works. Cllr Agazarian will contact James again in September to check on these stiles.
3. Pumping station report is up on the website. Anglian Water check this pumping station regularly are hope to upgrade it all soon. Since the ditch by the cottage next to the station has been cleared there has been  no evidence of flooding. 
4. Parish Council post Covid get together. Proposed by Cllr Agazarian, Seconded by Cllr Briggs with the following vote unanimous for the Parish Council to hold a BBQ to thank all those parishioners who have helped the village throughout last year and Covid-19 lockdowns. Clerk to contact village hall booking rep for a date in September. Clerk to send out invitations to all those that have helped.

5. Village name signs. Cllr Agazarian has found someone who renovate the signs at the entrance to the village. Many of them have been defaced. She will ask for a quote and then contact Suffolk County Council for permission to clean up these signs.

6. ILCA course at a cost of £90+VAT. The Chair would like to attend this course. Proposed by Cllr Bleeze, seconded by Cllr McCormack. The following vote was unanimous that the Chair can arrange to attend this meeting.
7. Little Tea Cups bid for WSCllr Chester’s Locality budget money has been successful. Cllr Chester and Cllr Agazarian visited the mother and toddler and group to hand over the cheque. A local press photographer also attended.
8. Cllrs Agazarian and McCormack met with the Treasurer from the Village Hall Management Team to discuss the hall’s future. The VHMC had to cancel their AGM due to the change in Covid-19 policy changes but will rearrange it. The Parish Council has agreed to use and promote the use of hall as much as it can and work alongside the VHMC.
6. The District Councillor’s report – a copy of it is on the Council’s website. 
Locality budget update. Little Tea Cups have received the full amount. The Parish Council wishes this initiative well.

7. The County Councillor’s report
The Parish Council congratulated Cllr Soons on her re-elected last month and look forward to working with her during the next four years. Her report is up on the website but she did mention that several West Suffolk councillors have been elected to key positions on Suffolk County Council’s Cabinet.

8. The Parish Councillors’ reports
1. Cllr Briggs – the Community Speed Watch Team are to be trained early in July and will then be up and running around the village. The new VAS pole in Old Post Office Road has been erected and the new bracket will be attached soon then this site will be ready to take the VAS machine. There is a lot of data to look at and the Clerk requested Cllr Briggs send her the data so she can collate it. This data will then be sent to Suffolk Police Speeding Team to request the speed camera team visit the village.
