1. No members of the public joined the meeting

2. Chairman’s welcome, introduction 

3. No declarations of interest by councillors received.

5. Chairman’s report
1. Cllr Agazarian would like all loose ends associated with business dealt with in 2020 to be tied up by the end of the year. This includes agreeing to step away from the ongoing business with the large laurel hedge growing on the boundary of The Old Rectory in Mill Lane. It has been cut back as far as it can be and there is pedestrian access on the pavement for at least one person. It was agreed to monitor the situation over the next 24 months or so.
2. To continue using Zoom for meetings for the foreseeable future

6. District Councillor’s report
1. Both enforcement planning applications are in hand. Braziers Farm did receive planning for residential use following an appeal in 2014, and 60 Chedburgh Road is still being investigated.
2. West Suffolk Local Plan planning policy consultation due to start 13th October until 22nd December. There was a problem with the technology and therefore his presentation could not take place. The Clerk is to deal with this problem and arrange a short meeting in order for Cllr Chester to present this power point to members of the Council. 7. To receive the County Councillor’s report
1. Locality budget offer now being processed. This large amount is to be used to part pay for the new VAS machine. The Council would like thank Cllr Soons for granting this money for this project.
2. The damaged 30mph sign and post is a mandatory sign and therefore a priority for replacement. Cllr Soons has contacted Highways to carry out the replacement.
3. The VAS pole to be erected in Hargrave Road is also on the priority list and will hopefully be up by the end of the year.
4. Suffolk County Council have money available to support installation of new electricity charging points. Please see her report for more details.
5. Cllr Soons urges all Councillors and members of the public to complete the survey regarding the railway at Ely upgrade. Go to :-networkrail.co.uk to complete the survey.

8. To receive Parish Councillors’ reports
1. Cllr McCormack
1.   VHMC wish to add to their page currently part of the Parish Council’s website. Following a short discussion, it was unanimously decided that the VHMC should contact CAS’s Matthew Morling for help and advice about setting up their own website so that they have full autonomy over it. The Parish Council would have a link to it on their website.
2.   Excessive and obstructive parking in Tan Office Lane and on Chedburgh Road near to the crossroads with Factory Lane. This is becoming more of a problem. Cllr Soons will help the Council in applying for some sort of coloured line being painted and, in the meantime, it was suggested that the PC buy and erect signage to remind vehicle owners of their rights and responsibilities.

2. Cllr Doyle 
1. RTA involving tractor and trailer and 30mph sign post. This has been discussed earlier.
2. Playing field for village or play area for children to be at the fore of any decision making with regard to any future housing developments within the village. Cllr Chester will help the PC to complete any forms necessary to apply for s106 monies to go towards this scheme.
3. Dog bin by the pub. The village already ahs two dog bns that are emptied free by WCS. Any more additions would have to be paid for by the PC and it can be expensive (the Council looked in to this last year) It was decided to place a new sign near to the Grey hound pub to remind dog owners of their responsibilities.
4. Cllr Doyle would like it be known that Anglian Water have been given a 2* rating only due to its consistent polluting of rivers which is unacceptable. We await to see how the pumping station in Church Road fairs this winter.
3. Cllr Keegan
1. Dog bin on junction of Church Road/Mill/New Road gets very smelly and is a health and safety problem for young families and dog walkers alike. Cllr Keagan would like to ask WSC for a new bin with a lid to replace the old one.

2. Community Speed Watch forms are in the process of being completed by the volunteers. Social distancing due toCovid-19 has made this simple task much more difficult
3. Several parishioners continue to speed through the village putting lives at risk
4. Cllr Briggs
1. The new VAS machine is ready to be put into action. Cllr Briggs will collect from Clerk’s home in the next few days. He and the volunteers will decide which pole to place the machine as they deem fit rather than have a set plan. All data collected will be sent to Suffolk Police Speed Enforcement Team

1. Contacted West Suffolk Council Planning Department about two enforcement planning issues. One at Braziers Farm Barn, and the other at 60 Chedburgh Road. Still waiting for a reply in spite of numerous communications with the department and the District Council
	2. Ordered a wreath for 11th November Remembrance Day
3. VAS has arrived and the machine has been tested and is now up and working with the software on a newish computer (Loaned by the Clerk). 
4. SCC have been in contact regarding the actual location for the placement of the new pole for the VAS machine and also a new 30mph sign. It has been given priority status.
5.WSC have sent a new sign for placement at the entrance of the new footpath reminding dog walkers to pick up after their pets. The Clerk has also been sent links to the new Clean UP initiative.
6. An email has been sent to Whepsted’s Clerk and Chedburgh’s Clerk informing them that Chevington no longer needs the third share of the old VAS machine. No reply received from either Clerk.
7. The National Trust at Ickworth Estate has been in contact regarding the pass card for parishioners living in Chevington. The contact is to send the Clerk a poster to put up in the notice board.
8. BT have been contacted regarding adoption of the phone box. Still awaiting a reply.
9. Website for reporting speeding industrial vehicles through villages up on website
10.Bench refurbished and returned to burial ground.
11.Annual insurance renewed via CAS business services with RSA. This is the second year of a three-year fixed price premium.

13. 	Burial ground – municipal bench and planting spring bulbs

In hindsight regarding the spring bulb planting it was decided that the ground is too hard and compacted and will not get the attention it needs to encourage the seeds and bulbs to grow. It was decided to research large tub containers and plant these up early in the new year of 2021. Cllr McCormack has some saplings in pots and would like these to go into the burial ground. He will liaise with Stuart Bradnam about the best place to plant them and the optimum time for planting.
