Draft MINUTES for 11th November 2021 
	
Attendees:Cllr L Agazarian (Chair), Cllr Keegan (Vice Chair), Cllr Shurety and Cllr Bleeze, DCllr Chester, Mrs Betts (Clerk/RFO) and a member of the public.
	
1. Public participation session (15 minutes). A parishioner who lives in Depden Lane spoke about the large trees growing on the green in front of all home around Depden Lane. She has reported their growth several times to West Suffolk Council all to no avail and wanted to know if the Parish Council could help with this situation. The Council are due to discuss this later.

2. Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and made introductions. Apologies for absence were received for Cllr McCormack and Cllr Briggs.

3. No declarations of interest by councillors were received. 

4. [bookmark: _Hlk499632902]The Minutes of the meeting of the Council held on September 9th 2021 were approved and signed as an accurate record of this meeting. Proposed Cllr Agazarian, seconded Cllr Bleeze. Unanimous vote followed.

5. The Chairman’s report was received.
1. Trees in Depden Lane on the green. The Clerk wrote to all residents on Depden Lane requesting they report the trees to WSC via their reporting mechanism. The Clerk has received several emails and phone calls from parishioners stating they have done this and if fact they have reported the trees several times over the past ten years. Cllr Agazarian has a meeting due to take place with WSC Tree Arboretum Manager to discuss cutting back or taking out some of these trees. Many are over 40 years old and are just too big for their space. Cllr Chester would like to join in with this meeting. Cllr Agazarian will liaise with Cllr Chester as to the date and discuss the outcome at the next meeting.

2. Overgrown Footpath 5. This has been walked by the Chair and several other Councillors and the entrance has been strimmed of weeds and no problems remain.
3. Correspondence from SCC Highways regarding their liability for ditches running alongside the highway. They claim it up to the householder to keep the ditches in good repair. There are two areas in Church  Road that may need tidying this winter. A Council member will photograph the two areas as a record for future discussion.
4. VH Christmas party. To be paid by VHMC to be organised by PC. This is to be organised for January or February next year.
5. Burial ground party hedge. The owner of the land has given the Council permission to cut the hedge down to the ground. Cllr McCormack will liaise.

6. Village church cemetery ongoing maintenance group. Following a discussion it was decided that the Clerk will send an email from J Robertson stating that the Parish Council can act as a Consultant but does not have any resources to physically help with this management committee.

7. Boundary sign. The Chair will look at the information pack from Glasdons and the decision will be made at the next meeting.

8. Defibrillator machine for the village. The meeting with the sales rep was cancelled earlier this month and it will be rearranged for January. The owners of the Greyhound Pub are keen for the defibrillator to be placed on their front wall.
9. SLCC Course organised by SALC. The Chair has obtained a place on this course and the invoice is to be paid by the Parish Council. The full Council agreed to this. Proposed by Cllr Shurety seconded by Cllr Bleeze.
10. The Chair and fellow members of the Council will attend the Remembrance Day Service at the local parish church on Sunday and lay a wreath down from the Parish Council and Suffolk County Councillor Soons.
11. Footpath 2 stile. The Suffolk Footpath Officer is hoping for the work to be carried out his side of Christmas. He asked the Council if they would prefer a gate rather than a stile and it was agreed that this would be acceptable. Clerk/RFO asked for costings before the work is carried out.

6. The District Councillor’s report. A full copy of his report is available via the Parish Council’s website. 
1. A discussion followed regarding the trees on Depden Green. Cllr Chester has communicated with the Parks Department and was unimpressed with their reply. He is keen to help the Parish Council and parishioners to resolve this issue.
2. He is slowly managing to organise a Planning seminar aiming for early 2022. All his wards are keen to attend. The Planning Department are unprecedentedly busy but are also keen to join in with this seminar.

7. The County Councillor’s report is up on the Parish Council’s website. Cllr Soons did not attend the meeting.

4. Agreed to adopt budget from 9th November 2021 meeting. Proposed by Cllr Agazarian and seconded by Cllr Shurety. Unanimous vote followed and the Precept for 2022-23 was agreed as £7377 no increase from the previous year. Minutes were signed as accurate record of the meeting.

10.To receive the Clerk’s report about progress of actions from last meeting.
1. Queen’s Green Canopy initiative. Plant a tree for the jubilee. The tree warden can apply for a pack from March 2022. It was decided to hold a Jubilee event and write a list of parishioners who would like a tree/whip. They can be planted in individuals gardens. Chevington would have an entry in the large book containing all the areas in the Commonwealth who are taking part in this scheme. Anyone interested should contact the Clerk
2. Footpaths running along back gardens of residents in Depden Lane and Tan Office Road (No 7 & HAR 14). Correspondence emails with parishioner. WSC have said he can strim down overgrowth.
3. Painting the BT box quote. Work to start in March at a cost of just under £900
4. Zurich insurance – new 3 year deal commenced
5. 2022 meeting dates. See website for more information
6. CSW team data paper work form has been collected from several local villages who also run similar schemes. 
7. Donations to St Nicholas Hospice from the Bounce Back Covid raised £150. Cheque sent (Clerk’s personal cheque) and Gift Aided. Clerk received several emails thanking the Parish Council for holding such a fun event.
8. Suffolk Highways reporting service used to report sign at junction of New Road and Saxham Road. SCC Highways report: “Our staff have visited the location of your report and assessed the issue you reported. We believe that at this time it does not warrant remedial action. However, we will continue to monitor the location as part of our routine inspections, and if the matter worsens significantly, we will take action”. 
9. Repaint/refurb of village sign sited outside hal.l No further action to be taken as this time.
10. Reported damaged street sign (Chedburgh sign at entrance to Queens Lane) via Highways Portal. SCC Highways reply:- “regarding signage on Old Post Office Road in Chevington reported under reference number 339555.  
We can now provide you with the following update: 
Please be advised that whilst we appreciate this sign is faded/missing, our reactive budget allows us to repair/replace mandatory signs only. As this sign is not a mandatory one, this has been raised as a CAT 7 order for potential future works with our Speed and Safety Team who will prioritise replacement against other such sites. We cannot give an estimation of when this might be done.”
11. Request from Headway charity for s137 LGA 1972 money. Proposed by Cllr Agazarian and seconded by Cllr Shurety. Unanimous vote followed with the decision to send £25 to Headway to be organised by RFO.

12. Consultation on Amendments to the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2016 as applied to Groundwater Activities and related Surface Water Discharge Activities. Read consultation and answered the questionnaire survey in relation to small burial grounds.
13. Bus stop opposite Greyhound Pub has been cleared of all overgrowth. Thanks to Cllrs Keagan, McCormack and Briggs.
14. WSC no longer have litter pick up sticks for volunteers Clerk to contact them again in new year to request them once in stock.
