1. Public participation session (15 minutes)
         Speeding issues in and around the village. Following the death of their cat from a hit and run accident the two attending parishioners want to know what can be done to cut down on speeding throughout the village. This time it was a cat that died but next time it could be a child. They are very concerned. A discussion followed that included:
· Traffic being in excess of 30mph in Hargrave Rd at all times of the day and night.
· How can people be aware that they are exceeding 30mph?
· Very expensive and difficult to get signage moved (can liaise with SCC Soons for admin of this)
· Clerk to contact the Community Police Officer and request a speed watch session
ACTION: Clerk
· Clerk will research 30mph stickers for next meeting
ACTION: Clerk
· SCC Soons said that householders are allowed to place small, readable signs on their land to remind drivers of the limits
· SCC Soons also reminded the Council hat residents can keep their kerbs/hedges neat and trimmed and to report damages signs to Highways.

2. Chairman’s welcome, introduction and apologies for absence. Cllr Pettit sent her apologies.

3. To receive any declarations of interest by councillors. No declarations made

5. The Chairman’s report
1. Ash tree roots/stump. Following a discussion about cutting the ash tree stump down and tidying up the hedge between the church and the burial ground Cllr Doyle proposed, Cllr Keegan seconded and the following unanimous vote decided that Stuart Bradnam could cut the stump down (he has said he would do this for free) and Cllr McCormack would ask about tidying up the hedge and the cost of this.
2. Dishwasher – to be discussed later in the meeting
3. WWI commemoration lunch. First meeting to be at Cllr McCormack’s home on Friday August 31st at 7.30pm

6. The Borough Councillor’s report was received.

7. The County Councillor’s report was received.

8. The following Parish Councillors’ reports were received
1. Cllr Sweny – nothing to report
2. Cllr Doyle
1. Community Police Networking Meeting. The Police have fewer staff to cover all areas and as such crime was on the increase. Community Police Officer’s details were obtained
2. Overhanging trees in Old Post Office Road and bus windscreen. This incident has been reported but the Clerk was asked to write to the Church Commission to ask who is renting this field at the moment and could they cut back the overgrown branches.

3. Cllr Thurston – nothing to report
4. Cllr Pettit – not in attendance
5. Cllr Agazarian
1. Locked gate at entrance to Footpath 4 on Queen’s Hill leading down to the church. Clerk has informed the County’s footpath Officer about this issue
2. Vandalised village name signs Clerk was asked to investigate the possibility of having the signs refurbished

6. Cllr Keegan – nothing to report


9. The Clerk’s report was received. The Clerk has:
1. Sent a letter objecting to the Queen’s Lane Equestrian Centre to the Borough’s Planning Department
2. Received the VAS report from the VAS volunteers and has sent this on to Cllr McCormack and Cllr Doyle
3. Written a report for the Benefice magazine requesting help at the WWI commemorative lunch in November and to help clean and restore the benches at the Burial Ground
4. Written to all parishioners via the Benefice magazine for parishioners’ views on their precept money being used to contract McGregors to cut back the overgrown hedges and trees around the village. The Borough are not regularly doing this. Cllr McCormack noted that the Parish Council should contact the landowners who own the land with overgrown hedging asking them to cut it back before we go ahead and instruct a professional service.
5. All Councillors have been sent (via the post) the password for SALC website
6. Arranged a meeting which took place on Friday June 29th 2018 for the whole village to view the planning application and designs of the proposed planning on Queen’s Lane.
7. Requested a list of footpaths from the Footpath Officer. This has been received and put up onto the village website and sent to all councillors. List and map now up on website and map up in Notice board. Many thanks Sue Bruton our Footpath Officer for all this hard work.
8. Has gone into the Lloyd’s Bank to ask about internet banking (Minute item No13:2 20th June 2018 meeting) and has found out that the Clerk would not have any rights to view the bank account as she is not a signatory. Also, it was suggested that as many Councillors as possible become signatories on the account as there are discrepancies regarding signatures. Minute Item No13:1 20th June 2028 meeting id complete – Cllr Agazarian is now a signatory on the bank account.
9. Dates for upcoming new Councillor training were sent off to Cllrs Sweny and Keegan
10. Cllr Agazarian is in talks with CAS’s media/IT consultant regarding 1-2-1 social media training as per item 8:5 20th June 2018 meeting
11. Has sent an email to the VHMC regarding the use of the Clerk’s time with the buying and installing of the dishwasher issue. It is not considered good use of precept money. The specification sheet has also been sent to all on the VHMC on email.
12. Further to this email the Clerk has carried out new research for the purchase of a commercial dishwasher. Please read attached specification sheets for discussion.
13. Greene & Greene has sent the invoice for the works carried out in relation to the registration of the deeds for the village hall and the burial ground.
14. All GDPR forms have been scanned and are being stored as per the advice from SALC.
15. The Emergency Planning Officer at St Edmundsbury Council has been contacted regarding the withdrawing of the village’s emergency plan as it was out of date. No reply has been received as yet.
16. An application for a new pole for the VAS machine in Old Post Office Road has been submitted. Many thanks to Cllr Doyle for the photographs. Work now on the works’ list. Should be up by end of September 2018
17. All Councillors have received the email from the new West Suffolk Council with regard to the Civic Head/Mayor issue. This has also been reported in the Local Newspaper. Cllr Thurston and Pettit received this as a letter.
18. The Clerk has received an invoice from Chedburgh Parish Council for a third payment of the invoice resulting from the repairing of the VAS machine (quote:- could you please arrange for your respective councils to send me a cheque for a third of the nett cost each - i.e. £213.) (Cllr McCormack proposed payment, Cllr Keegan seconded and following a vote it was unanimously agreed to pay our third share of the total invoice to Westcote Ltd for the cost of repairing the VAS machine)
19. I.C.O. direct debit mandate – change of payment rules
20. Sent a statement to the Benefice magazine regarding the WWI commemoration.
21. Has written an up-to-date job description for the Clerk RFO 
22. Wrote an email to the community police officer requesting having a speed check exercise in the village and also for further information regarding 30mph rubbish bin stickers.


10. Parish Council Finances: 
1.The direct debit form for ICO yearly subscription (£40 annually) was signed by two signatories. This will now be sent back to ensure the Council keeps within general GDPRegs 2018.

2. The need to have all Councillors as signatories on the bank account due to several unforeseen issues this past few months was discussed. It was decided not to have all councillors as signatories but to keep to the four already instated. These signatory councillors will communicate with each other so that at least two are available to attend each meeting.
3.Internet banking was discussed again. Now that the Clerk has found a company that will accept cheques for the purchase of a dishwasher the need to use the BACS service via internet banking had disappeared. The Council decided not to pursue the matter further and for it not to be an agenda item for at least the next two years.

6.The bank statement was discussed and signed as per Financial Regulation 1.3.3 (self governance)
NB By Virement means a payment not budgeted for (and does not come under a statutory power) but is a necessary expense for the running of the Council. 

7.Confirmation of Lloyd’s TSB Bank Account balance as of the 26th July 2018:-        £33,725.80 

11. The purchase of the dishwasher was discussed. The Clerk has found a company that accepts cheques and installs such goods.  Cllr Doyle proposed buying an Asber Grand dishwasher 500 alongside an automatic water softener and installation from Buzz Supplies Ltd for the cost of £1876.74 inc VAT (£1563.95 ex VAT) to present to the VHMC under s19 LGA 1972, Cllr Thurston seconded the proposal and the following vote was unanimous. Clerk to send off the order with the cheque and organise the installation alongside Cllr Agazarian.

12.The following planning applications were considered:
1. DC/18/1217/HH – 87 Chedburgh Road. Demolition of existing conservatory and replace with single storey extension to side, rear and front elevations. (decision pending) 
2. DC/18/1620/HH – 25 New Road. Erection of wooden gates (Decision pending)
3. DC/18/1552/FUL – Swaledale, 1 Garrod’s End. New build in garden. (decision pending). Please see website for all other decisions.   
There were no objections to any of them

13. VAS reports were discussed. Cllr Doyle asked the Clerk to send all reports to the Community Police Officer each quarter and to collate all data as evidence of a speeding problem within the village.

14. Christmas Fayre review. Following on from a discussion the Clerk was asked to send a brief report containing the following:
· To continue with running the Fair
· To increase costs to stall holders to help pay for the extra security costs
· Not to use Council Tax money to pay for these extra security costs
· To think about moving the Fair from the town centre to an out of town area like the Football or Rugby Club sites.

15. Meetings for 2019-2020
Following on from a discussion prompted by the July meeting having to be cancelled due to an insufficient number of signatory Councillors able to attend the meeting, the Clerk suggested moving the July meeting to the end week of August and cancelling the September meeting and bringing the October meeting forward a week. This would mean one fewer meetings a year. All Councillors agreed to the proposal.
