1. [bookmark: _Hlk499632902]Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and stated that he had received no apologies for absence. 
2. The Minutes of the meeting of the Annual Parish Meeting held on May 10th 2017 were signed and dated as a true and accurate record of the meeting.
3. The following reports were received:
· Chevington Parish Council – Parish Council Chair, Cllr A McCormack reported that it had been a busy year with lots of changes in legislation which has required a lot of administration. The Clerk managed to locate the deeds for both the village hall and the burial ground and we are in the process of registering both (both deeds held at Greene & Greene in Bury St Edmunds). There have been several changes to agencies the council works with, our County Councillor changed from Cllr Clements to Cllr K Soons and our Borough Councillor changed from Cllr Rushen to Cllr M Chester, we appointed a new Clerk and welcomed a new Councillor to our panel, Cllr L Agazarian. The management of the burial ground saw several graves sold and the money from this enabled some long overdue maintenance to be carried out in the form of a large hedge being trimmed and one tree was felled due to its roots ingression into a grave. The website has also been updated and is much improved.
· Cllr Karen Soons, County Councillor – newly appointed and has just completed her first year. She has enjoyed her year working with all her councils. She mentioned about the future boundary changes and how it would make her ward unwieldy and that there is a serious problem with pot holes in local roads but that the council had set aside a large amount of money to cover this. She is very keen for parishioners to contact her with details of any pot holes or indeed with any matter that she can look into.
· Cllr Mike Chester, Borough Councillor – He is also new this year and is in his seventh month of a two-year tenure. He is also keen to have parishioners contact him about any issue that affects them. He is keen to have pot holes reported to him, dog owners who do not clean up after their pets and any out of place vans/vehicles. His Committee work involves the Bury St Edmunds Town Masterplan Steering Group, Licencing and Regulatory, Overview and Scrutiny and more recently, The Suffolk Police and Crime Panel, all of which has given me much insight and knowledge into local government and rural policing. 
· The Village Hall Management Committee – their report included the work needed to install a dishwasher into the kitchen and how it has prompted a revamp of the oven and microwave and some of the electricals. They are also looking into having WiFi installed. All of this means that the hall is being well used by a variety of groups.
· Chevington Parish Church – this report mentioned that the Church welcomed a new Rector in July 2017, Reverend Dr Simon Hill and his wife Barbara. Although attendance continues to decline the parishioners continued to be active and enthusiastic about the church and its grounds.
· Chevington Women’s Institute - another active year was had by the WI including trips to Beltchley Park and the Body Shop and speakers as diverse as police finger printing and circle dancing.
· Chedburgh, Chevington, Depden & Rede Community Council – the past year saw a new Chairman taking over who is dealing with the major fundraising challenge for a new roof. Lots of fun fundraising events had taken place over the past twelve months.
· Little Tea Pots Pre-School – are running at full capacity with one child from Chevington attending. They have employed one new member of staff and have space for volunteers to help.
· Ickworth Park Primary School – have seen lots of staff changes but the school continues to be very busy arranging lots of extra curriculum activities for the children 
· Chevington Charities – The Poor’s Estate. Eleven parishioners were helped with donations over the past year and a new trustee has been appointed – the Chari or Little Tea Pots Pre-School.
