Parish Burial Ground Rules

Only headstones measuring:

Size of Headpiece: 27" x21" x3" Base: 3"x24" 72"
can be placed on graves. (Purchaser must be owner of the Exclusive Right of Burial) 
This is to help with the maintenance of the burial ground and cutting the grass.

1) Floral tributes, wreaths, etc. can be placed on the whole Grave area at the time of Interment.  These will not be removed until all shade of colour has gone – approximately three/four weeks.

2) Vases of flowers and pot plants must stand on the Headstone base and not on the grassed area.  Please do not use glass vases or jam jars as these are easily broken.

3) The Parish Council will remove any dead flowers and wreaths, which become untidy or unsightly. Please use the bins at the entrance of the church footpath to dispose of all old flowers and pots (NOT in the hedge).
4) No trees, shrubs, rose bushes or any other plants should be planted in the grassed area of the grave.  However, crocus bulbs may be planted in this area in the autumn, since these will die off before the grass cutting season starts. This makes it much easier for the contractor to cut the grass on his machine.
5) No artificial flowers, other than silk flowers, may be placed on graves.  Any plastic flowers will be removed by the Parish Council.

6) No other object should be placed on a grave.  Any object, not authorised by these rules, will be removed, without notice, by the Parish Council.

7) At the time of grounds maintenance, i.e. grass cutting, any object impending the operation will have to be removed. There is no guarantee this will be safe if moved.
8) Dogs should be kept under control and on a lead.  No fouling should be allowed, but if this does occur, the owner should clear this away and dispose of it in the bin at the entrance to Church Road.

9) Christmas/holly wreaths – if you wish to retain these for future use, please remove them by the last weekend in January.  Those remaining after this date will be disposed of.
